I we choose to look at
the specific temporal
context of <country>
between 1972 and 1986, we
arrive at an energetic
socio—-political
environment confronted
with pervasive forms of
oppression.

The following text 1s an
attempt at compliling &
serieg of contrasting
socio-political tendencies
into & communist
nerrative, which is latent
within most of the
<archive>’g materisl, but
fractured in its many
forms. These calls for
unionizing., redistribution
of wealth, and workers’
emancipation - amongst
other recurring motife -
are extracted ag gsnippets
from distincet documents
and stitched together into
one pilece. Thus, the
method of assemblagce
becomes a helpful
framework in mapping The
diversgity of communist
asplirations and of the
voilices that propagate
them. According to
<philosopher>, an
assemblagce *is a
multiplicity which is made
up of heterogeneous terms
and which esgtablishes
liaisons, relations
between them, across ages,
sexes and reigns -
different natures. Thus the
assemblage’ e only unity is
that of a co-functioning:
i1t 1s &a symbiosis, a
‘gympathy’ . It is never
filiations which are
important, but alliances,
alloys:; these are not
successions, lines of
descent, but contagions,
eplidemics, the wind.”

The guoted paragraphs
which this Text consists
of are not static. but
ragther, are made To speak
to eachother and can be
interchanged to break The

current order. In no
particular order, for now,
the story goes llike this:

»The term communism may
refler to the comprehensive
Marxist-Leninist theory of
the industrial proletariat
or to a future social
formation coming after the
national democratic and
socialist stages of the
<ngtion> revolution.

The <political party>
itgelf congsistently
declares that 1t is
pursuing a national
democratic revolution and
not yet a socialist
revolution - under the
present circumstances of
the <country>. Communism
is something possible only
as & result of a long
process of socialist
revolution and
congtruction and the
defeat of modern
imperialism on a world
scale.

Should the <political
varty> be legalized?
should there be a ceasefire
between the <insurgent
ceroup 1> and the

Should There be &
coalition government which
includes the revoluticnary
forces like the <political
party>, <insurgent group

?<Oppressive politician>
continues to have a tight
grip on The <insurgent
oroup 2>. <Oppressive
politiclian> continues tTo
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keep the courts and the
sham parlisment within the
bounds of <possessive
pronoun> dictatorial rule.
<Oppressive politician> 1s
frantically militarizing
local officials and
expanding the paraemilitary
forces. <oppressive
rolitician>*s fake
legislature 1is about to
rig up an electoral code
to <oppressive
politician>’s complete
satlisfaction. The
<government body> is
prepared to fix The results
off the forthcoming
elections.”

“My
countrymen, we have
carefully evaluated
concocted information and
have definitely established
that Communists are behind
the attack on the <event>,
althougch I stood to benefit
the most from the bombing.
We are Therefore
suspending the <recourse
in law>, ordering Tthe ragid
of’ The campuses and the
arrest of everyone in
media., the academe, labor
and other organizations
who do not believe me., and
hence are Commies.
Consider this & dress
rehearsal for <oppressive
covernment ruling>.”

*The overall human cost of
the regime’ s economic
strategy is stageeringly
vainful for [the] majority
of* the people. Inflation,
devaeluation and wage
repression have caused
real femily dncomes to
plummet netionwide.

The rising poverty levels
were confirmed by the high-
powered <linternational
body> “<aid program>” that
visited the <country> in
<year> and by <news
article> in <year> . Both
reports, however., bluntly
ignored the root cause of
widespread poverty because
to delve into Tthese would
be to expose the massive
failure of the
<dintermnational body>-
<ilnternational body>
experiment in the
