While making your product you will be using your Process Journal continuously to record 
each task you undertake in order to document everything you do, including things that go well, 
things that go wrong, things that can be improved and things that just make you smile.

Area of Interaction focus and in terms of whether you are making progress to achieving your 
goal/specifications.

The fourth piece of writing 

These are questions you might use to help you think about. You don’t have to answer each 
question as a checklist but they are to give you an idea of the type of information to include.  

 

• Did you adjust or alter your original goal as the project developed? If you made 
changes, why did you make the changes? Do you feel that you successfully achieved 
your goal? 

• Did you have to alter your specifications much during the process? Explain how 
effective your specifications turned out to be overall and evaluate your product. 

• What level of achievement would you award your product or outcome based on your 
specifications? Does your supervisor agree with this? 

 

Criterion E: Achieve the goal 

Maximum: 4 
You should: 

• evaluate the outcome/product against your own specifications for success. 

The final level awarded is decided in collaboration with the supervisor. 
It is crucial that the specifications are developed by you before completing the project (see 
criterion B). You must discuss any changes in the specifications that took place during the 
process in your report. Where you do not complete the outcome/product because of factors 
outside of your control, criterion E applies to the stage that the project reached. 
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
