After explaining the basics of base 10 blocks, ask sfudents fo model 1.23 with their
blocks. Lef the students try for a litle while before offering any help. This is where the
whole ‘discovery leaming” tokes place. Students love o fry fo figure things ouf, especially
when they have hands-on manipulatives to work with, Walk around the room and make
sure that the sfudents are modkeling the number correctly. Model the number yourself just
fo moke sure everyone hos the some thing. The model should have one flof, wo rods,
ond three units. Have them do this with o couple of more numbers until you are sure
everyone understands. Even if some of the students undersfond, they still like plaging with
fhe manipuldtives and wont mind doing @ couple of extiras. Here are some examples
you could use. Do these numbers one of o fime and sfop affer each one fo moke sure

everyone knows how o do .

Now ask sfudents o puf the blocks aside for a second and fo get out their “personal white
boards.” Hove them model some numbers by drowing them on these whife boords. Here
are some examples fo use. They can just drow generic pictures of the figures, we arent in
art and our focus is not on how pretty, but whether they understand the concept we are
leoming. To drow o flof, just a lorge square is sufficient. To drow O rod, o long, skinny
rectongle is fine. To draw @ unit, 0 small squore is great. I is not necessary to put in all

of the lifle squares in the flots or rods.
