Castilian is a dialect from the Castile region around Madrid,
the country’s capital. Spain’s other languages include Basque
and Catalan, which are both spoken in regions near the
Pyrenees.
Spain’s villages and cities have many open spaces for peo-
Ple to meet. The plaza is a common feature in Spanish towns.
‘Aplaza is a square surrounded by public buildings, such as
a church, a marketplace, and government offices. These
Squares serve as social gathering places, particularly on warm
&¥enings and weekends. Plazas are also found throughout
Central and South America and much of southern Europe.
Moorish influences can still be seen in Spain. For ex-
dmple, Arabic architectural styles are common in many
0vns, particularly in southern Spain.

HISTORY

The Plague
A terrible plague, which Europeans came to call the Black
Death, swept across Europe in the mid-1300s. Trading ships
brought it from Asia to Italian and other southern European
ports in 1347. Infected fleas living on rats spread one form,
bubonic plague. A second form, pneumonic plague, could
also be spread by infected people. Together the two forms
spread across almost all of Europe. (See the map.)

A few areas were spared, but the plague killed as many
as 30 million people. That total would have been about a
third of Furope’s population. The many deaths disrupted
people’s ways of life. Workers, in short supply as so many
died, demanded higher wages. Tensions between upper
and lower classes increased. In addition, the power and
influence of the Roman Catholic Church declined. Some
people—terrified by the spreading death—turned to other
beliefs and practices for comfort and protection.
