The proposal for the prize money was approved by the
79th Council Meeting in Seoul in September 2005. It
was proposed by the Chairman of the Katahira Fund
Committee, Mr. Yasumasa Torii.

The award presentation is scheduled to be held in
conjunction with the 12th REAAA Conference in Manila
in November 2006. Conference organisers are calling
for papers and the deadline for submission of abstracts
has been extended to 31 December 2005.

Background

The Katahari Awards were established in 1991 in memory of
the late Dr. Nobutaka Katahira who was the Association’s
President from 1983 to 1986. He willed 3 million Yen to the
REAAA toward encouraging keen participation among young
engineers in the promotion and advancement of science and
technology in road development and road-related
engineering.

So far, about USD 11,000.00 has been given out to the
recipients since the inaugural Katahira Awards presentation
was held in the year 1992. The Awards were also presented in
1995, 1998, 2000 and 2003.

Selection of qualified papers

In accordance with the conventional procedure, the selection
of qualified papers and finalists up to five to ten will be made
by the Philippine Science/Technical Papers Committee of the
12th REAAA Conference and they
will be forwarded to the Judging
Panel. The Panel, to be chaired by
Prof. Ian Johnston, will consist of
the Katahira Fund Committee
members. A representative from
the Philippine committee will be
invited to be a judge of the panel
and a liaison between the
Committee and the Panel. 

Entry rules revised

The entry rules revised at the 76th council meeting will be
applied to the selection of qualified papers and award
recipients. The revised rules are aimed at enabling more
quality papers to be qualified for the Awards and attract more
entries to the competition.

• The author must be under 40 years of age at the time of
submission of paper/papers. If there is more than one
author, only the first or second named author has to be
under 40 years of age

• The author must be either an Ordinary/Associate
member of REAAA or an employee of an Institutional
member of REAAA at the time of submission of the
paper/papers

• If there is more than one author, one member of REAAA
as co-author is sufficient criteria for eligibility for the
awards, and it is not essential for the author under the
age of 40 to be that person

• Technical papers submitted to REAAA Conferences or
published in REAAA journals or produced at any REAAA
organized activities

• Technical papers must not have been published
elsewhere in the same form

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The Advisory Panel was proposed and accepted at the 4th Meeting of Heads of Road
Authorities, HORA held in Bangkok, Thailand on 15 June 2005. The matter was raised and

discussed at the HORA meeting when Dato’ Ghazali bin Md Nor, the Deputy Director General
I of the Malaysian Highway Authority, MHA was presenting his paper entitled ‘Privatisation of
Road Facilities-the Malaysian Experience.’

REAAA at its 79th Council meeting in Seoul in September 2005 deliberated the issue. The
Council recommended that discussions be held to look into the role of the Panel, formulate
guidelines, policies and practices on expressways/highways privatization, among others.

Letters have been sent out to invite HORAs and organizations and individuals in the road
engineering industry and the related field to be members of the Panel. All REAAA Council
members are invited to join the Panel.

They will be invited to contribute ideas and share their wealth of experience to enable this Advisory Panel to play an effective
role in achieving the above noble objectives for the benefit of member countries in this region. The invitation letter, signed by
the Director General of the Malaysian Highway Authority, MHA, Dato’ Ir. Haji Mohd. Noor bin Yaacob and Honorary Secretary
General of REAAA Dato’ Dr. Dennis Ganendra, will be sent out by the REAAA Secretariat. 

The Secretariat is expected to receive their reply confirming their acceptance on or before the 31st of December 2005 so that
further action can be taken.

ADVISORY PANEL

An Advisory Panel headed by the Malaysian Highway Authority to look into all aspects of

privatization of expressways/highways is to be set up.

‘PROGRAMME DEVELOPMENT AND MONITORING’
IDENTIFIED AS THE TOP PRIORITY

The topic identified as the most important in terms of training needs is ‘program development and monitoring’. This is the
finding of a workshop conducted at the 4th meeting of the Heads of Road Authorities, HORA held in Bangkok, Thailand on

15 June 2005. The workshop was conducted by Mr. David Anderson, Chief Executive, VicRoads, and Mr. Kieran Sharp and Mr.
Rob Klein of the ARRB Group. They presented a paper entitled
‘Training Needs for the Region’.

The paper discussed the general issue of training needs for the
region, activities to date and planned future activities.
Possible avenues for conducting these activities, including the
ASEAN Regional Road Safety program, were also discussed.

Included in the paper were the results of a questionnaire
completed by the delegates regarding the major issues that
could be addressed in training courses or seminars.  The topic
identified as the most important in terms of training needs was
‘program development and monitoring’, with over half the
respondent rating this as one of their top three issues.  Other

issues rated highly included road safety auditing, risk assessment, standards and guidelines, cost-benefit analysis, and data types
and analysis. Vulnerable road users (pedestrians, cyclists, motorcyclists, etc.) did not rate highly in terms of training needs, their
vulnerability being already well acknowledged.

Responses to Questionnaire

HORA delegates were earlier issued with a questionnaire which asked them to rate, in order of priority, 18 issues associated
with the general area of road safety.  Emphasis was not to be placed on what was the most important issue but rather what were
the major issues in terms of training needs. 

Twenty-one responses were received from the following organisations:

Analysis of Results

The top ranking topic was assigned 1 point and so on to the lowest ranking topic, which was assigned 18 points.  The scores
were then summed and the topics ranked in terms of score, with the lowest score being the highest priority.  In two of the 21
responses, not all topics were ranked in these cases. 18 points were assigned to all those topics not rated.  The purpose was not
to conduct a statistical analysis but rather to identify trends.

An analysis of the responses to the questionnaire suggested that the topics could be divided into eight groups in terms of priority
as shown in the Table

A technical tour was conducted on 28 September 2005 to visit Seoul-

designed to have a 4-lane expressway with 2 interchanges, 14 long bridges and 7 tunnels. It is undertaken by Gangwon
Construction Office of Korea Highway Corporation. The project is aimed at accelerating the development of inland provinces
of Gangwon-do. It is also to ease the traffic congestion from Seoul to Gangwon-do.

The Council members earlier visited the Gangwon Construction Office of Korea Highway Corporation. They were briefed on
the projects being undertaken by Gangwon Construction Office. Besides the Chuncheon-Yangyang Expressway, it is also
constructing the Donghae Expressway. The 44.3 Km Donghae Expressway costing about US$ 1.1 billion, is scheduled to be
completed in 2009.
