THE RS Tier 2 Response to Intervention Kit provides additional instruction, modeling, scaffolding, and practice for struggling readers in both English and Spanish.

The Tier 2 kits span grade levels.  There is a K-2 kit and a 3-5 kit.

Tier 3 My Sidewalks on Reading Street is aligned to the Tier 1.  This allows for consistent oral language, vocabulary, and concept development.  The coherent, cohesive intervention accelerates children to grade-level performance standards.

Today we are focusing on Tier 2 on Reading Street.  The Tier 2 kit is focused on the five critical areas of reading instruction:  phonemic awareness, phonics, fluency, vocabulary, and comprehension.  The kit includes lessons on the core skills, allowing teachers to focus on the skills children most need to help them make rapid progress to achieve grade level proficiency.

In Tier 1 on Reading Street and Calle de la lectura, Success predictors are built into the program every day so 
you don’t have to wait until Friday to make sure kids are mastering the target skills,  if  then 
(2) You know what to target and reteach  
3) you know how to form your groups …perfect pacing as you move thru your week to keep all students on target for mastery of the TEKS

All students are making daily, weekly and YEARLY progress and are mastering the TEKS,  and are prepared for the test

First and foremost we teach children 
The answer is….our architecture.  One part of our unique architecture is our instructional design.  Reading Street is built upon the 5 elements of a good reading program…we all recognize them.  
Our DIFFERENCE is that our authorship team has attached research-based “success predictors” for each of the “big 5” –for example, retelling is the success predictor for comprehension. This has been the missing link.

Step 3 is Monitoring a student’s progress.

Placement of students uses a variety of resources to choose the appropriate reading area, lesson topic, and level for your students:

Using the assessments found in the Tier 1 Reading Street
Using the placement tests found in the RTI kit
Use children’s work and teacher observation 



Assign Mini‐Lessons

Mini‐lesson 1:  K to 1
Mini‐lesson 2:  Grades 2 to 3
Mini‐lesson 3:  Grades 4 to 5

Based on step 1, assign the appropriate mini lessons and corresponding student worktext pages.  Once children have successfully completed the mini-lesson and worktext, then work through the remaining mini-lessons for that topic.  
For example, if the child placed in Level 2, then complete Mini-lesson 2 and continue on the min-lesson 3.  You can also use the mini-lessons to reinforce and reteach lesson topics through the school year.



Monitor Progress

• Use the observational checklists in the Guide and the 
leveled Worktext pages for skills taught.

• A score of 80% indicates mastery.  If a child scores below 
80%, reteach skill  and reassess.

• Duration of the intervention is based on students’ 
responses to the instruction.

Use the observational checklist in the RTI implementation guide and the leveled Worktext pages to determine attainment of each skill taught.

A score of 80% indicates mastery.  If a child scores below 80% , then reteach the skill and reassess following reteaching.

The duration of the intervention is based on individual student’s responses to the instruction.  
Children may no longer require intervention when they demonstrate that they have mastered grade-level standards and are able to perform successfully in the core program with or without daily Extra Support lessons.
Or, children may require more intensive intervention if they continue to struggle with lesson topics.  For these students, you may want to use MY SIDEWALKS, an Tier 3 intensive daily reading program for struggling readers.

One person in each of your groups will be the teacher, others the students, so that you can practice some of the activities that are a part of your Tier 2 materials.   Make sure that everyone in your group gets an opportunity to take on the role of teacher and of students as you rotate through the activities.  You will need to do one activity from each of the five components, or each of the five colored folders.

(This should take about 10-12 minutes per component, so a total of 50-60 mins.  Teachers can move from table to table on their own, just remind them about 10 minutes before the total time is over, so that they can finish up all 5 components.)
