NEPA AUDUBON SOCIETY SCHOLARSHIP -   The annual $4,000 college scholarship is 

open to all high school seniors in the NEPAS region (Wayne, Lackawanna, Pike or Susquehanna 

Counties) who will be attending college full time and majoring in Forestry, Natural Resources, 

Environmental Planning/Engineering, Fish/Game/Wildlife Management, Ecology or other 

Environmental Studies. The scholarship is paid directly to the college or university in 

installments of $1,000 per year.  Applications available on 

www.nepaaudubon.org/about/scholarships . The DEADLINE for APPLICATIONS is APRIL 

30, 2013. 

 

STA/JOHN FINFROCK SCHOLARSHIP – This scholarship provides financial assistance to 

high school seniors who exhibit excellence in a well rounded educational and extracurricular 

program. Academic achievement, community service, leadership, obstacles overcome, special 

talents and unique endeavors will be considered. An essay and official transcript are required. 

Applications are available on their website and the deadline to submit is April 1, 2013. 

 

 

SHELL OIL COMPANY SCHOLARSHIPS – This scholarship was created for minority 

graduating high school seniors who have expressed an interest in the energy industry and 

demonstrated an aptitude in mathematics and science. Shell will sponsor up to 20 one-year 

awards of $2,500 for graduating high school seniors enrolling in engineering or geosciences at 

universities identified by Shell.
