Treasurer’s Report 
 Anne Lee reviewed the Profit and Loss Budget Performance spreadsheet.

 Winter guard has incurred some expenses, and will need buses for two trips, but it is

likely to come in under budget.

More bills are due 

later this month.  The cost of the trip is projected to be $515 per student.
