Be respectful of the many other students who will be using the lab by keeping the equipment in
excellent condition. Misuse of equipment may result in the loss of privileges for a determined amount of time or
even removal from the class. A damaged instrument or component will be repaired/replaced at the cost of the
student.

* Because of the nature of many of the assignments, you may want to use the lab outside of class. You must
obtain permission from Dr. Knauf to do so; failure to get permission will result in the loss of privileges.

* No food or drink is allowed in the classroom, including water. One spill can permanently damage a
keyboard/computer. No gum. Please discard gum before you even enter the room.
