Ihe Empire Falls

= After Justinian’s death the Empire faced
numerous issues - riots, foreign threats, palace
intrigues (plots)

& The Plague of Justinian - resembled bubonic
‘plague - 10,000 a day were dying.

= Attacks from East and West - many groups
attacked Constantinople including Slavs,
Persian, Avars, and Bulgars.
= Eventually with the rise of Islam - the city fell to the

Ottoman Turks in 1453.
