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As soon as you open Logger Pro
you will see a screen that looks :
something like this. Notice that
there is a data table and a graph.
Double click anywhere on the s
graph and a Graph Options
window will appear. s .
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can type in a Title for your graph. .
Under Plot Appearance make sure ' RN T a— ]
that only Bar Graph is selected.
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You should be back at the first screen.
Double click on the X column of Data Set.
Type in a name for the X axis. Next double
click on the Y column and type in a name
for the Y axis. Feel free to experiment with
other options that are available. Fill in
your data into the X and Y columns.
