(c) By any other law made by state legislature;
(d) By notification issued or made by the appropriate
Government, and includes any, -
(i) Body owned, controlled or substantially financed;
(ii) Non - Government Organization substantially financed,
directly or indirectly by funds provided by the appropriate
Government;

3. In view of the above quoted provisions of Section 2(h) of RTI Act, 2005, your
application, is being filed, since District Sahakari Bank Limited is not a “Public Authority”

and the case is being treated as closed.
