                                Tahasildar.   The Respondent No.1  has

                                examined  the matter in detail  before

                                fixing  the liability.  Even on review

                                he  found  that the decision taken  by

                                him  was  not wrong.  This finding  of

                                fact is born out from the record.  The

                                liability   has  been   fixed  on  the

                                Petitioner  as well as their  superior

                                officer   of  imposing    fine.    The

                                officers  are trying to pass on blames

                                to each other, but as rightly found by

                                the  Respondent No.1, they are equally

                                liable  for non supply of  information

                                to  the citizen within the  stipulated

                                period  and  for   their  lapses,  the

                                impugned  order  imposing  a  fine  of

                                Rs.25,000/-, is justified.
