2 02-03-2012 Heard learned counsel for the petitioner and the counsel appearing
on behalf of the State. This writ application has been filed by the petitioner who
has asked for certain information with respect to Temporary Permit No. 2009-10 of
Vehicle No. BR9A-9275 Jeep Taxi and Permit No. 2510/2008-09 of Vehicle No.
