
Christmas Market Lesson Plan 
 
Objective: Students will experience a German Christmas market and acquire the basic 

vocabulary and structures they need to purchase items at the market.  Students 

will create their own ComicLife comic strip of a trip to the Christmas market. 

 

Preparation: A. Purchase/make items to be sold at the market: ornaments, cookies, roasted 

chestnut, Kinderglühwein, Stollen 

B.  Have students sign up to bring German cookies (distribute recipes). 

C.  Decorate classroom as a Christmas market. 

D.  Prepare the food items the night before. 

F.  Invite some advanced German students to run the booths at the market. 

G.  Find pictures of a German Christmas market on the Internet. 

H.  Acquire ComicLife software and get it installed in the computer lab. 

I.  Sign up for the computer lab. 

J.  Put the Christmas market photos in a file that the students have access to. 

 

Materials:  A.  Christmas market informational handout 

B.  PDF/Overhead transparency of German Christmas carols 

C.   Recipes for German cookies, roasted chestnuts, Stollen, and Kinderglühwein 

D.  CD of German Christmas music 

E.  Christmas Market PowerPoint presentation. 

F.  Fill-in-the-Blank handout for a German Christmas song 

G.  Decorations to make the class look like a Christmas market 

H.  ComicLife Software 

I.  Christmas market comic strip assignment page 

J.  A variety of Christmas market pictures from the internet. 

 

Warm-up:  Teach and sing “Alle Jahre wieder” with the students. 

 

Handout:  Pre-teach the vocabulary the Christmas market PowerPoint presentation. Read the 

Christmas market book out loud with the students. Pause frequently and use 

gestures, pictures, reallia, etc. to help the students comprehend. Re-teach the 

vocabulary when you have finished reading. 

 

Listening:  Play a recording of a German Christmas song and have the students complete a 

Fill-in-the-Blank activity as they listen. Listen to the recording twice. Between the 

first and second listening, use gestures, pictures, etc. to help the students 

comprehend. After the second listening, review the answers with the students. 

 

Market:  Introduce the various booths at the market and what can be purchased at each. 

Practice the the students will need to use to purchase items at the booths. Have the 

students use their classroom currency (Euro) to purchase the items they wish. Play 

German Christmas music in the back ground while the students are purchasing 

their items. 



 

Review: When the students have spent all of their money, review the vocabulary and sing 

“Alle Jahre wieder.” 

 

Day II 
 

Comic Strip: Take the students to the computer lab and have them make their own ComicLife 

comic strips about a visit to a Christmas market.  Show the students several 

examples and demonstrate how to use the software before going to the lab.  Give 

each student a copy of the Christmas market comic strip assignment page to help 

them as they work on their comic strip.  Pre-teach the phrases and vocabulary that 

the students will need to make their comic strip.
