Seek responses to their writings from their peers and from
the teacher (collaboration)

Understand that the purpose of their writing demands a
particular form, or combination of forms or language
features.

Experiment with ideas that have been explored in mini
lessons, crafting and recrafting for better effect.

Be constantly aware of possibilities for writing in their
world and beyond.

Use author mentors from a range of literature, for
inspiration, guidance and modelling
Write for the love of it.
