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How do | make objects in my images "snap to"
my guides when | move those objects?

You can use the "snap to" feature when you want to
align elements in a row horizontally or in a column
vertically. To make objects in different layers
automatically snap to any nearby guides, follow these
steps:

1 Click View.
2 Click Snap To. 3
Click Guides.

Photoshop places a check mark next to Guides.

o When you move an object, Photoshop automatically
snaps it to any nearby guides.
