Analyze the major social, political, and technological changes that took place in European warfare between 1789 and 1918.

Compare and contrast the motives for European overseas expansion during the Age of Discovery (15th and 16th centuries) and during the Age of
New Imperialism (19th and early 20th centuries).

In what ways and why did Lenin alter Marxism?

Compare and contrast the roles of the peasantry and of urban workers in the French Revolution of 1789 to those of the peasantry and of urban
workers in the Russian Revolutions of 1917.

"The tsarist regime fell in 1917 because it had permitted tremendous change and progress in some areas while trying to maintain a political order
that had outlived its time." Assess the validity of this statement as an explanation of the abdication of Nicholas II in 1917.

How and in what ways were economic and political factors responsible for intensifying European imperialist activity in Africa from the mid-
nineteenth century to the beginning of the First World War?

Describe and analyze the long-term social and economic trends in the period 1860 to 1917 that prepared the ground for revolution in Russia.

Analyze the policies of three European colonial powers regarding Africa between 1871 and 1914.

Compare and contrast the roles of British working women in the preindustrial economy (before 1750) with their roles in the era 1850 to 1920.

To what extent and in what ways did nationalist tensions in the Balkans between 1870 and 1914 contribute to the outbreak of the First World
War?

Compare and contrast the extent to which the French Revolution (1789 - 1799) and the Russian Revolution
(1917 - 1924) changed the status of women.
