Homework Hints:

Have a Homework "Drop Spot"

Choose a convenient place for homework to
consistently be kept. Students drop their homework
in this spot as soon as they come home from school
and put homework back in it's place when they
have completed it at night.

Choose a Specific Study Area

This should be a comfortable spot such as a couch
or dining room table that is well lit. Distractions
such as t.v.'s, radios, or siblings should not be in the
same area.

Use a Homework Survival Kit

Make sure there are pencils, calculators,
dictionaries, paper, or any other supplies needed to
complete homework near the study area. This will
prevent the time wasting search for supplies.

Provide Time

Whether it be after school or after dinner, find a
time designated for homework. Schedule in
homework time just like practices and church
activities would have their own specific times.

Get Organized

Decide what tasks need to be completed first and
which tasks would be the most time consuming.
Complete harder, more time consuming tasks first
or complete all smaller tasks before tackling larger
assignments.
