Who are the people in the theatre?

�Performing for the public

�Memorization

�Blocking

�Staying in character

�Works closely with the director

Actors

�Have a big picture idea of the final 
product of the play

�Manages the on stage production of 
the show

�Lead actors and stage crew to 
achieve the final product

�Direct the actors in line delivery

�Plan out and teach the actors their 
blocking

Director

� Assists the director in all of his/her duties

� Works individually with actors to 
improve performance in a particular 
scene

� Keeps notes of blocking

� Delivers lines during actors’ 
memorization stage

� Fills in for director if/when he or she is 
absent.

� Makes suggestions during practice for 
blocking or line delivery

Assistant Director

� Manages the back or off stage production 
of the show

� Guides the stage crew in prop, scenery 
and costume creation

� Cues actors entrances, as well as lighting 
and sounds cues

� Assures stage is properly dressed and 
props are in the correct places

� Makes sure the show runs smoothly 
during performances

Stage Manager

�Designs (in coordination with the 
director) the set and scenery

�Builds set and scenery pieces

�Designs and creates props

�Designs and creates costumes

�Designs and runs sound and 
lighting (in coordination with the 
director)
