Math: 
In math we will continue our work in Unit 1 on the following skills and concepts: number writing 

practice, one more/one less concepts, comparing numbers, recording tally marks, equally likely 

outcomes, calculators, working in small groups, explore math materials, weather/temperature, 

and number stories. 

 

Please return these the 

following day.  These homework sheets are meant to be a review of what is being taught in class. 

 
Language Arts: 
In Language Arts we will focus on the following letters, skills and concepts:  Tt, Mm, Ss, setting, 

nouns, letter size/form, writing simple sentences, blending letters to make words, and proper 

writing posture.
