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Writing Names:
1. Write the chemical name for the first element. 

2. If the element has a subscript begin the name with the  prefix 
for the subscript.  

3. Write the name to the 2nd element using the same prefix rule.

Example:

CF4

H2O2

SiC

No prefix on first element if you only have one.
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Writing Formulas:
1. Write symbol for the first chemical name using subscripts to 
replace any prefixes. 

2. Complete the same for the second chemical name.

Example:
silicon dioxide
