Modern digital cameras take photos of incredible resolution - 10mbs per photo
is not uncommon, but they are still a problem sending as email as many servers
won'’t allow documents of that size and ... the bigger the mbs the slower they
take to send and download at the other end. If you just want to send a picture
without requiring the full resolution and size then use these tips.

1. Sending photos directly from iPhoto
