with response to the book plot. 

 Position Statement o Personal response given but 

not supported with relevant 

information from the text. 

o Response makes superficial 

judgments about the book. 

o Personal response is 

supported with relevant/ 

important information from 

the book. 

o Personal response includes 

connections from own life or 

other texts 

o Personal response is supported 

with specific and relevant 

information from the book. 

o Personal response includes 

connections from own life, 

other texts and world events. 

o Personal response includes use 

of language that engages the 

(senses) emotion. 

Audience o Does not demonstrate an 

understanding of the 

potential reader. 

o Vocabulary, visuals and 

arguments are not targeted to 

the potential reader. 

o Demonstrates an 

understanding of the 

potential reader and uses 

vocabulary, visuals and 

arguments the audience 

would connect with. 

o Demonstrates a clear 

understanding of the potential 

reader and uses vocabulary, 

visuals, quotes, and arguments 

that connect to the reader’s life. 

Product Presentation o If used, graphics, sound,

o Product includes errors in 

spelling, grammar and/or 

punctuation.
