The ancient Israelites developed a society based on ideas of justice and
strict laws. The Israelites believed there was only one God.

REVIEWING CHAPTER 3
The First Israelites

Abraham founded 12 tribes of Israel

in the land of Canaan. They lived in
Canaan about 100 years.

The Israelites believed in one God who
set down moral laws for his people.
They used the Ten Commandments

as rules to live by and recorded their
history in the Bible.

Due to a long drought in Canaan, the
Israelites went to Egypt to survive. They
were enslaved in Egypt, but escaped.
The Israelites had to fight the Canaanites
to return to their promised land.

Joshua and the judges, including
Deborah, won back territory in central
Canaan for the Israelites.

The Kingdom of Israel

Saul was the first king of the Israelites.
He united the 12 tribes into one kingdom.
King David built an Israelite empire

and made Jerusalem his capital city.

the Romans destroyed the temple in
Jerusalem and exiled the Jews.
