This year 

program goals include the follow-

ing ASCA Standards: 

Academic Domain 

Students will acquire the atti-

tudes, knowledge and skills that 

contribute to effective learning in 

school and across the life span.  

Career Domain  

Students will acquire the skills to 

investigate the world of work in 

relation to knowledge of self and 

to make informed career deci-

sions. 

Personal/Social Domain 

Students will acquire the knowl-

edge, attitudes, and interpersonal 

skills to help them understand 

and respect self and others.

The function of the Guidance Cur-

riculum at the Elementary level 

focuses on personal/social develop-

ment as well as academic develop-

ment while introducing career edu-

cation and planning. The majority of 

the school counselor’s time will be 

spent in classroom lessons, groups, 

and responsive services as children 

are continuing to develop the ability 

to understand themselves and their 

choices. 

Some of our guidance lessons in-

clude: How to Make and Keep 

Friends, Conflict Resolution, Self-

Esteem, and This and That on Deci-

sion Making.   

The School Counseling Department 

will run approximately 3 small 

groups that will meet once a week 

for six weeks. Group topics may be 

determined by needs assessments 

that will be administered through-

out the year to parents and school 

staff. Students may be referred by 

parents, school staff, or students 

may themselves indicate an interest 

in participation. The counselors will 

conduct a brief pre-screen to en-

sure that each student is a good fit 

for the group.  

We will be distributing surveys to 

determine the focus of our group 

sessions this year.  If you would like 

to get your child involved, please 

do not hesitate to contact us!
