tend to rust, pins make holes in an expensive uniform and in the case of
large stitches, the badge starts to fray at the edges and tends to curl,
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All Badges should be in the identical position
Hw Rowt ' as on the shirt. If you have any problems as
to where the pocket should be, lay the jersey
out flat and place the shirt on top, level at the shoulders. For correct
sioulder position, put the jersey on,
