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5. Demonstrate the difference between "third angle projection" and "first 

angle projection". 
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6. Draw a single line plan of a dwelling house to scale. Include in your house 

2 bedrooms, a kitchen, a family room, 1 bathroom, and a single garage, 

the roof to be of the mono pitch design. Project the front and side 

elevations and draw a section. Drawing to be done in pencil. The plan 

must be neatly and correctly dimensioned and labelled. 
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
