What a tremendous pity that not one Scout from the Cape
Eastern Area participated in the National Senior Scout Ad-
venture in the Cedarberg mountains in December 2000.

The Scouts who attended all rated the adventure one of the
best ever!

Mr. Troop Scouter YOU owe it to your Scouts to make every
effort to make sure that a patrol or two from your troop
participates in this high adventure held in the Cedarberg
Mountains every second year.

Other than hiking in and around mountains and visiting ar-
eas not normally available to the general public and camp-
ing under tremendous oak trees, activities include; diving,
sailing, water skiing, flying, parasailing, handicapped
awareness, Dutch oven cooking, 4 x 4 driving, canoeing,
rock climbing, abseiling, rocketry, electronics, bass fishing,
pioneering, commando course, handicrafts, clay pigeon
shooting, splat gun games and many more.

The adventure is worth every cent it costs - today this area
is almost prohibitive cost wise to the average Scout. Na-
ture Conservation now charges R40 per head per day per
hiker, plus camping fees in certain areas, plus entrance
fees to certain areas etc. (A private individual could pay in
the region of R1,000-00 per week!)

Now is the time to plan for the 2002 adventure scheduled
to be held in December within a few days of the schools
closing and concluding just before Christmas.

What each Troop needs is to make the effort to start sav-
ing( R50 per month/Scout) and fund raising ( 20 car
washes per month) for a patrol of 10 plus transport to the
adventure. The adventure is for Scouts who are 14 2 to 18
years of age.

Over the years scouts have participated who are diabetics,
hemophiliacs, ( one lad needed to have a transfusion every
second day! - done on site by himself) asthmatics and
many more types of disabilities. - Now that is a challenge!

Mr. Troop Scouter, you can also participate - just get fit -
leave your car at home and walk to work, and join the pa-
trol as an advisor, if other Scouters in excess of 50 years of
age can do it so can YOU or if you don't fancy that - join the
staff at one of the activity bases.

What an adventure of this nature can do for your troop is to
develop spirit, team work, improvement in general hiking,
camping and scouting skills, make new friends with other
scouts across the width and breadth of South Africa and
most of all is to have FUN together.

There is a video available on the adventure and anyone
wanting use it can contact myself or Jan Hopkins.

For many Scouts the Cedarberg Adventure is the highlight
of their scouting career, plan for your troop to be present in
December 2002 - plan today - tomorrow will be to late.

As I have hiked with a patrol, 4 of these adventures and
being leader of an activity base for a further 5 adventures
over a 20 year period, I highly recommend the adventure
to all Troop Scouters and Scouts over the age of 14 2 years
of age. Other than being fit is to have a decent pair of well
walked in boots. It is great to see and meet up with other
Scouters whom one met 20 years ago and still come every
adventure with their Scouts.
