"rhore is an obvious irmediate ain
bofore all Scouters = to cnsure that tho
training thoy give to Rowors and Scouts
48 such a3 _‘to cnable thom to stond on
thoir own and ocarry on without thoir
loodership ~ in tho ovont of any possible
future omorgoncy.

"Thore romains the quostion of the
intonsification of Scout training for
notional seorvice and special arrengemonts
