A MOUTHFULL OF HISTORY 4 U... This extremely rare photo is of
Olave St Clair Baden-Powell (nee Soames, known as Olave or Lady

(ls‘ Baron Baden-Powell, known as B-P or Lord Baden-Powell at age 55,
a whole 32 years older than his bride), on their wedding day (a small
private ceremony) Wednesday 30 October 1912 (104 years ago). They
became engaged in September of the same year, causing a media
sensation by age and marrying a month later. Both were born on the
same day (Founders Day 22 February), Olave in Chesterfield, UK 1889
and BP in Paddington, UK 1857. They had 3 children, Peter, Heather and
Betty the last to pass away in 2004. B-P passed away on 8 January 1941
(aged 83) and 35 years later Olave on 25 June 1977 (age 88). A truly
matching pair and founders of a youth Movement far outlasting any other.
