school, to register for exams, to 

apply for bursaries, to enter terti-
ary studies, even to get a job! 

Did you also know from January 

2012 all students from 15yrs of 

age who do not have their ID 

documents will have to travel to 

Pretoria twice for interviews to 
ensure you are who you say you 

are! These new changes will make 

life very difficult for many Scouts 

and other teenagers. Please spread 

the word to get your ID document.  

Having an ID document is your 

right but you have a responsibility to 
go to Home Affairs with the correct 

documentation. You will need to 

take the following information:    

• Birth Certificates 
• 4 black and white passport 

sized photos which you can 
purchase outside Home Af-
fairs in Tzaneen for R25-
R35 

ID documents are now FREE! 
Please follow up as soon as 
possible.

Remember your grade 11 
result is the path to your fu-

ture when it comes to apply-
ing for university and bur-
saries; your grade 11 results 
are usually considered for 
you to be accepted or granted 
an opportunity for a bursary.  
 
Below is a guideline of which 
subjects you need for what 
field of study. 

• What are you going to do if you do not 
do well with your matric 
 

The table above applies to you also, hope-
fully by now you have decided on which 
career you want to follow. You will need 
to apply for admission for next year with 
the tertiary institution at least before the 
end of May as some faculties close entries 
at the end of June, the same applies for 
bursary applications. so that you can have 
more options.  
 
Some fields of study require you to go for 
an entry test, please do not ignore that, it is 
part of the selection process you may not 
get accepted if you miss the entry test.  

GRADE 12 STUDENTS 
You probably have mixed feelings from 
being excited, nervous, anxious, doubtful 
or even confused which is understandable 
as doing matric comes with a lot of ex-
pectations from parents, teachers, com-
munity and peers. Just remember all you 
need to do is give it your best. 
 
There are a few things you need to con-
sider regarding your future and going to 
tertiary institutions, things like: 
• The career you want to pursue 
• Where are you going to study next 

year 
• How or who is going to pay for your 

studies 

When you receive application forms you 
will have to send it back with money 
which is not refundable.
