Cablnet The Executive Cabinet

- Group of formal advisors to the President.
Article Two of the Constitution provides that the President can require "the opinion, in writing, of the principal officer in each of the executive
departments, upon any subject relating to the duties of their respective offices.” The Constitution did not then establish the names (or list or

limit the number) of Cabinet departments; those details were left to the Congress to determine.

* Judiciary Act of 1801 modified the Judiciary Act of
1789
- Established 10 new district courts
- Increased number of circuit courts from 3 to 6
- Added additional judges to each circuit
- Gave the President the authority to appoint

* William Marbury sued Sec. of State James Madison
* Marbury asked the Supreme Court of the United States|
to issue awrit of mandamus(a court order that requires
an official to perform or refrain from performing a certain
duty) to order Madison to deliver the commission

Marbury v Madison

* Chief Justice John Marshall understands that if the
Court awards Marbury a writ of mandamus, President
Jefferson would ignore it

*He also Rnows if he denies the writ it would
appear that the Justices had acted out of fear

Yes! The appointment was made by the President

and confirmed by the Senate
