Ernest Renan on National Identity

The nation, like the individual, is the culminiation of a
long past of endeavors, sacrifice, and devotion. Of all
cults, that of the ancestors is the most legitimate, for
the ancestors have made us what we are. A heroic
past, great men, glory . . . this is the social capital upon
which one bases a national idea. To have common
glories in the past and to have a common will in the
present; to have performed great deeds together, to
which to perform still more - these are the essential
conditions for being a people.

Benedict Anderson on Nationalism

It is imagined as /imited because even the largest of
them encompassing perhaps a billion living human
beings, has finite, if elastic boundaries, beyond which
lie other nations. No nation imagines itself coterminous
with mankind. The most messianic nationalists do not
dream of a day when all the members of the human
race will join their nation in the way that it was
possible, in certain epochs, for, say, Christians to dream
of a wholly Christian planet.

It is imagined sovereign because the concept was born in
an age in which Enlightenment and Revolution were
destroying the legitimacy of the divinely-ordained,
hierarchical dynastic realm. Coming to maturity at a horizontal comradeship. Ultimately it is this fraternity that
stage of human history when even the most devout : makes it possible, over the past two centuries, for so many
adherents of any universal religion were confronted with millions of people, not so much to kill, as willingly to die
the living pluralism of such religions . . . for such limited imaginings.

These deaths bring us abruptly face to face with the central
problem posed by nationalism: what makes the shrunken
imaginings of recent history (scarcely more than two centuries)
generate such colossal sacrifices? | believe that the beginnings of
an answer lie in the cultural roots of nationalism.”
