Accomplishments of the Council of Trent
· Scripture and tradition were affirmed as the sources of

religious authority and truth

· Reaffirmed the seven sacraments and
transubstantiation

· Suppressed pluralism, absenteeism, simony

· Banned indulgences

· Established seminaries in each diocese

· Index of Forbidden Books

· Strengthened the Inquisition

· Established Jesuits (“Soldiers of the Pope”)

This image graced the title page of a Catholic
pamphlet against Luther. Luther is depicted as a
seven-headed monster: scholar (doctor), monk
(Martinus), priest (ecclesiast), turban-wearing Turk
(Luther), a fanatic goaded by hornets (schweimer),
a "Church Visitor" presuming to correct abuses
(distiere), and a wild-man identified as Barabas, the
robber whose place Christ took on the Cross. This
monstrosity is nothing less than the Anti-christ: the
arch-enemy of the true church and the herald of the
terrible trials that would precede the return of Christ
to earth.

Luther may hold a Bible in his hands, but the viewer
should know not to believe what he says. His is the
way to damnation.
