e Spain developed standard features
of absolutist monarchy in 16th
century
> Permanent bureaucracy, standing

army, national taxes

¢ Developed an international Habsburg
absolutism based on silver bullion
from Peru
e Inquisition continued
> 1609 Philip Il expelled all the Moriscos —
destructive to Spanish society

17th Century Decline of Spain

e Economic mismanagement
> Expenditures exceeded income —
especially with wars
> Habsburg dynasty was extravagant
> Lengthy conflicts with French during 17th
century
e Spanish aristocrats didn’t want to
give up lifestyle
e They Ignored new technological/
scientific/intellectual trends

* Two centuries of Habsburg rule left Spain in
political, social, and economic exhaustion
