All three:

January 07, 2013

* expressed loyalty to the monarchy

* accepted the Roman Catholic Church as
the official church of the nation

* called for a written constitution

* called for an elected assembly

Cahiers of 1st Estate

End to pluralism of
bishops

Allow non-nobles to
become bishops

Still banned
Protestantism

Wanted RC as the only
official religion

Cahiers of 2nd
Estate

89% voted to give up
their financial privileges

Held that merit, not
birth, should be the
requirements to hold
certain offices

Criticized the injustice of
the Old Regime
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natural rights - life, liberty,
property
* tax equity of all people,
regardless of status
* elimination of the sale of
government offices & jobs
based on merit, not birth*
Social and political equality
