Reforms in Britain
under Gladstone (1880-)

divided nation into districts with
equal population for equal
representation

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Ireland included in the United Kingdom in 1801 during the French Re
-Irish peasants had few rights and resented tithes to the Anglican

-Gladstone (Prime Minister in 1886) - tried to give Ireland self rule
- Ulstermen in the north opposed it because they feared Cat

(Protestant north, Catholic south)
-Self rule granted in 1914 but suspended during World War |
- After WWI, Catholic self rule granted to Catholic Ireland as Ulster
remained in the United Kingdom

I * Austria and Hungary had separate parliaments
%;>§§ to pass and maintain separate laws
* Each region had its own government and prime
minister
* The Emperor-King controlled common ministers
of foreign affairs, defense, and finance in Vienna
* Terms would be renegotiated every 10 years

Sounds good, but was it?
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Compromise of 1867

* Kingdom of Hungary minorities faced forced
Magyarization
- limited suffrage to only the wealthiest men
* Austria - less harsh on minorities but still
: — tensions as majority Germans felt threatened
Ermpero by minority Czechs, Poles, and others
