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Classical liberalism sought to limit
the power of the state and protect
individual rights. It stood for peaceful
progress, economic freedom, and a
strong middle class - all detestable
Nnotions for totalitarians.

Fascism:

A totalitarian doctrine that embraces
* the glorification of a race or people
* a single party dictatorship
* leadership by a strong charismatic leader
* militarism & aggressive imperialism
* defends private ownership
* the concept that the state is more important
the individual rights
* racial homogeneity
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Communism:

A totalitarian doctrine that aims to:
* create a brotherhood of workers ruled by
the working class
* end economic exploitation of the proletariat
* destroy class differences & practice social
equality (not necessarily racial purity)
* eliminate ownership of private property
