Albany Plan of Union
* Drafted by Benjamin Franklin
* Delegates from seven northern colonies met in Albany in
June 1754 to:
a. strengthen ties with the lroquois League
b. work out a unified war effort in the northern colonies
* Plan approved by delegates, but rejected by colonies
* A model for later government of the US
