1787 - Three-Fifths Compromise — agreed up at Constitutional Convention as the way to count slaves for representation in the House of Representatives
1793 — Eli Whitney invents the cotton gin, increasing the production of cotton in the south and increasing the demand for slave labor and profits for

In December 1860, SCLUTH 2 APAIINA decidedto secede from the Union. By Feb. 1861,
6 more states secededand, with South Carolina, formedthe Zznfodarntn Ctatae Af Amarica
President James Buchanan took no action to stop them.

The SCUTHic il war strategy was to attack the wentiicias army repeatedly,
inflicting casualties and wearing it down until it lost the will to fight. The Confederacy hopedto gain aid
and diplomaticrecognition from CnAanee and SRt Aaie,  two nationsthat reliedon
southern €CTTCH. Neither strategy was successful.

The RCRTH reliedon its superior resources and technology to implement the
ANACTHCAPIan. To that end, the South was cut off from the west, their parts were blockaded and, in
effect, they were “strangled’ into defeat. By blockadingtheir southern ports, the Confederacy was
preventedfrom importingr S0 and murany  supplies.

In 1864, Lincoln appointed Grant to
headthe Union forces. As the new commander, Grant's strategy was to destroy not only the
