= Chairman Maowas
unimpressed with
Khrushchey's handling of
the crisis and pursued a
mare independent course

= Internationally, kKhrushchey

wias credited with being

= Both sides realised how close they had come to world nuclear holocaust.

= The Cold War did not end, but they carefully avoided direct conflict.
(&) & 'hot-line' was installed hetween Moscow and Washington to improve communications,
() A Limited Test Ban Treaty was signed in 1963, which restricted nuclear tests to underground locations.

*"Hot Line" established between US -USSR
* Limited Test Ban Treaty - no more above-
ground testing, but underground = ok

to assist people of the American continents
develop economically, promote social
justice, and prevent revolution.
