1795-1799 The Directory

A new constitution was written (1795) that established a
republican form of government where a new Legislative
Assembly would choose a 5-man executive, the Directory

o Voting and holding office was reserved for property
owners

o Middle class was in control and wanted peace in order to
gain more wealth and establish a society in which money
and property would become the only requirements for
prestige and power.

¢ Removal of all economic controls hurt the sans-culottes, who
repeatedly attacked the government, but without leaders and
powerless, they were doomed to failure.

¢ Napoleon Bonaparte come to the rescue of the Directory in
October 1795 and put down a rebellion by royalists
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e Military successes overshadowed the weak and corrupt Directory
government

e Invited by Abbé Siéyés, Napoleon joined the conspirators upon
returning from Egypt and ousted the Directory (November 9, 1799)

Earlier military career >

the Ttalian Campaigns:

e 1796-1797 > he conquered
most of northern Italy for
France and had developed a
taste for governing.

e In northern Italy, he moved to
suppress religious orders,

end serfdom, and limit age-old
noble privilege.
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Napoleon’s Rise to Power

e Earlier military career - the Egyptian Campaign:

e 1798 > he was defeated by a British navy under Admiral
Horatio Nelson, who destroyed the French fleet at the
Battle of the Nile.

e Abandoning his troops in Egypt, Napoleon returned to
France and received a hero's welcome!

e With the government in
disarray, Napoleon launched a
successful coup d’ etat on
November 9, 1799.

o He proclaimed himself “First
Consul" [Julius Caesar's title]
and did away with the elected
Assembly [appointing a Senate

instead].

e In 1802, he made himself sole
“Consul for Life."

o Two years later he proclaimed
himself "Emperor.”

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Concordat of 1801

» Napoleon wanted to heal the
divisions within the Catholic
Church that had developed
after the confiscation of
Church property and the Civil
Constitution of the Clergy.

e But, Napoleon's clear intent
was to use the clergy to prop
up his regime.
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Concordat of 1801

* Catholicism was declared the religion of the majority of
Frenchmen.

* Papal acceptance of church lands lost
during the Revolution.

* Bishops subservient to the regime.

Eventually, Pope Pius VII renounced

the Concordat, and Napoleon had him

brought to France and placed under
house arrest.

nation's most talented
students [they had to pay
tuition, although there was
some financial help available

for poorer student].
e Lycées trained the nation's
future bureaucrats.
