The Boston Massacre (parch 5,1770)

British troops fired into a
crowd protesting the
Townshend Acts, killing five.

Townshend Acts were
repealed, which ended the
boycott of British goods
except for the still-taxed
tea.

Sep 21-7:32 AM

Colonists disquised as
Indians bordered tea ships
in Boston, broke the crates,
and dumped the tea into the
harbor in protest of the
Tea Act, which had given
the British East India
Company the right to sell
tea in America without
paying taxes.

Parliament responded with the "Intolerable Acts."

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Intolerable Acts (Coercive Acts) 1774

The Intolerable Acts

1) The port of Boston was closed
until the colonists paid for the
destroyed tea.

2) The royal governor could ban
town meetings.

3) British officials accused of
crimes would stand trial in Britain
instead of in Massachusetts.

4) A new Quartering Act was
passed allowing British troops to be
quartered in unoccupied colonial
buildings and homes.

A series of laws passed by
Parliament to punish Boston
and Massachusetts that
the colonists found
"intolerable"
