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Magna Carta

king John, king of England from 1133 — 1216, was a mean-spirted man who raised taxes to an alldime highto finance hiswars. His nobles revalted and in 1215,
they farced King John to agree to amost celebrated document in English history, the Magna Carta (Great Charter). This document guaranteed cartain basic
political rights, and in so doing, limited the king's powers!  Some of these rights included no taxation without represertation, a jury trial, and the protection of the
law. Eventhough originally the Magna Carta applied only to the nobles, inlater years the English people of all classes argued that certain clauses in the Magna
Garta appliedto every citizen. The Magna Carta guararteed what are now considered basic legal rights bothin England andin the US.

Glorious Revolution

In 1683, King Jarmes |l was averthrown inwhat is called a "Glorious Revolution” after mermbers of Parliament invited Wiliam and Wary to take over the throne to
guarartee Protestantism in Great Britain. (Thisis also referred to as the “Bloodless Revolution”). At their coronation, Williarn and Mary vowedto "govern the
peaple of this kingdarn of England.....according to the statutes in Parliarment agreed on and the laws and custorms of the same” I other words, Wiliarmand Mary
recognized Parliarment as their partner in governing England, making England not an absolute monarchy but a constitutional mo narchy, where laws lirited
the ruler’s power.

English Bill of Rights

After the Glarious Revolution, to make clear the limits of royal power, Parliament drafted a Bill of Rights in 1689 and WWilliam and Mary offidally consented to
these and other lirmts on their roval power. This document listed many things that a ruler could nat do:

o Nosuspending of Parliarment's laws

o Nolevying of taxes without a specific grant frorn Parliarnent

o Noirterfering with freedom of speech in Parliament

o Nopenaltyfor a citizen who petitions the king about grievances
This law is the first atte mpt to outline the basic rights to which all citizens were entitled.

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Mayflower Compact

In 1620, about 100 Pilgrims sailed to New England on the Wayflwerin hopes of making a new horme in North Armerica where they would be freeto warship as
they warted. Concerned that some mermbers might leave to form their own colanies, William Bradford and others drafted the cormpact (agreement) to form a
political body and the mermbers pledged fromised) to abide by follow) any laws that would be established. This docurnent keptthe Pilgrirns together and
showed that they expected to decide for themselues how they would be governed. Later, this belief in sef-government would becorme one of the founding
principles of the United States.

House of Burgesses

W here did the idea of fepresentative government” in the new colonies come from? irginia, a royal colony, is appointed a royal governor to run the colony. But maore
importantly, alegislative body, or lawm aking assembly, is also created. And these representatives become known as the House of Burgesses. This is the first instance of
limited self-government in the English.

Albany Plan of Union

Beginning in the late 1600, Britain and France were often atwar. The last of the conflicts, the French and Indian War, started in the colonies and spread to
Eurcpe. Benjarrin Franklin, in 1754, proposed a plan which called for the 13 British colonies to unite in a military union to corrbat Indian hostilities. But also, he
had a greater vision. Just as the Iroguais nation had strengthened tseff by forming the roguois League, Franklin also thought the British colonies would benefit
frarn greater unity. The plan called for each colony to send representatives to a new council which would appaint a president — general. The council would have
the power to make war, raise arms, build forts and |evy taxes. Although the plan was eventually rejected, it represented the first attempt bo unite the 13
colonies into a union.
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Declaration of Independence
July 4, 1776
his docurnert, approved by the Continental Congress, announced the separation of 13 Morth Armerican British colonies from Britain. The armed conflict during
he American Revalution gradually convinced the colanists that separation from Britain was essential.

This was the early U.S. Constitution (1781-1783) that bridged the initial government by the First Continertal Congress and the federal gowvernment provided under
