US General Douglas MacArthur
chosen to lead UN forces

West Point grad
World War I hero
Commander of US forces in Asia

during World War II
Commanded post-war occupation of Japan
Loved by his troops and the public, not so 
much by political leaders

Used a strategy that attacked the invaders' 

across the 38th parallell.

China objected as UN troops moved north 
and approached the border.

Chinese troops joined North Koreans to 
push UN forces back into South Korea

Following a stalemate in South Korea, 

opposed by Truman, who eventually fired 
him for insubordination in 1951

War dragged on for two more years until a 
truce in 1953 divided the peninsula at 
almost the exact same place as before the
