PRESENTATION DESCRIPTION: “Making the Connection”  - Increasing children's 
resiliency through communication and empathy 
 
Using anecdotes, humour, and sample dialogue, the audience will be introduced to a model developed to 
connect with children.  Both theory and practice will be explained to help soothe children by 
understanding that correcting and guiding behavior works best when it is preceded by and linked to 
empathy. At the heart of this model is the CALM Technique which helps to accurately attune to children’s 
affect and experience. These empathic interactions release reward chemicals in the brain that stimulate 
positive emotions and increase order and balance in the nervous system. The benefits of empathy and 
compassion have a strong base in science that cannot be underestimated. Simply put, it is brain food, the 
emotional nutrition all of us need, perhaps our children most of all. 
 
Making the Connection will show you how to use it skillfully to repair frayed bonds, deescalate tantrums, 
contain and correct difficult behaviors and help children to become more confident and emotionally 
resilient. This collaborative and supportive coaching model provides inspirational, easy-to-understand 
techniques grounded in neuroscience and attachment.  Participants will leave inspired with practical and 
useful strategies to try as soon as they get back to work or home.

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PRESENTATION DESCRIPTION: “The Science of Early Brain Development” 
 
Recent advances in developmental neuroscience are dramatically altering attitudes towards the 
possibility of maximizing the educational potential of every child. Scientists now understand that the 
better a child can self-regulate, the better they can rise to the challenge of mastering ever more complex 
skills and concepts. But what exactly is self-regulation, how does it develop, why is it constricted in some 
children, and what can we do as teachers to enhance its development? 
 
Dr Shanker will talk about the nature of self-regulation; the experiences that promote the development of 
self-regulation and the factors that can impede its development; and what parents or teachers can do to 
enhance the self-regulation of each and every child. 
 

DR. STUART SHANKER  

Stuart Shanker is Distinguished Research Professor of 
Philosophy and Psychology at York University and Director of 
the Milton and Ethel Harris Research Initiative at York 
University (www.mehri.ca). He was educated at the University 
of Toronto, where he won several awards, including a 
scholarship to study at Oxford, where he obtained a First in 
PPE and won the Marian Buck Fellowship at Christ Church, 
where he obtained a First in a B Phil in Philosophy and a D 
Phil with Distinction in Philosophy.  

Among his awards are a Canada Council Doctoral Fellowship 
and Postdoctoral Fellowship; a Calgary Institute for the 
Humanities Fellowship; a University of Alberta Mactaggart 
Fellowship; an Iszaak Walton Killam Fellowship; and the Walter 
L Gordon Fellowship at York University. He has received many 
grants, among them a $7,000,000 grant to establish MEHRI, a 
state-of-the-art cognitive and social neuroscience centre. 

Dr. Shanker served as Director of the Council of Human Development for ten years; Director of 
the Canada-Cuba Research Alliance for six years; and he was President of the Council of Early 
Child Development in Canada for two years. Over the past decade he has served as an advisor on 
early child development to government organizations across Canada and the US and countries 
around the world, among them Australia, Bosnia, Colombia, England, Hungary, Ireland, Mexico, 
New Zealand, Northern Ireland, Peru, Romania, and Serbia. Most recently he served as the 2012 
Thinker in Residence for Western Australia.  He is currently rolling out a self-regulation 
classroom initiative with several Superintendants under the auspices of the Ministry of 
Education in British Columbia (www.self-regulation.ca).

SESSION B                                             Learning in, about, and for the Environment in  
                                                                                                                      Early Childhood Education 

         Jane Powell 
 

This workshop is an introduction to Environmental Education in the early years. Through practical 
activities and motivational stories, participants will learn how to teach children in, about, and for the 
environment, while using a cross-curricular approach. There will be a complementary focus on using the 
outdoors and local community as a learning arena, while also encouraging creative discussion and 
problem solving skills.  

 
     

Jane Powell is an Environmental Education instructor and project  
manager who has worked as such in New Zealand, Norway, and  
Canada. She currently works for Golden Community Resources Society  
as project manager for the project “Building Rural Capacity in the Early  
Years through Environmental Education” and as site coordinator for the  
program “Community Action Program for Children”. She also works with  
Wildsight’s Golden branch as Outreach Coordinator. 
 
During Jane’s BA in Social Anthropology, it became clear to her that  
education, culture, and religion play a very significant role in the way  
people think and act in terms of the environment. It also became clear  
that, if we are to become a more environmentally conscious and caring  
society, we must socialize our children, our future decision-makers, into  
becoming environmentally aware adults.  
 
Jane completed her MA in Education (with a concentration in Environmental Education) in New Zealand. 
She did her fieldwork at one of New Zealand’s renowned Enviro-schools, where she helped create 
activities that would teach children in, about, and for the environment. This meant, using the outdoors 
and local community as a classroom (IN), teaching facts about the environment through the use of local 
community experts and hands-on experience (ABOUT), and teaching children the importance of 
environmental stewardship through interactive experiences, discussions, critical thinking, and hands-on 
projects (FOR). Inspired, Jane went on to work as an environmental education project manager and 
instructor for the United Nations Association of Norway and for the Norwegian Sogndal University 
College. She has now returned to Canada and is presently a happy resident of Golden, BC.

SESSION E                                                               Disability is Natural! 
         Kathie Snow 

 

Yes, like gender, ethnicity, and other traits, disability is one of many natural characteristics of being 
human! What can happen when we deconstruct disability, use People First Language, focus on young 
children's strengths and abilities, and ensure they have the tools to live the lives of their dreams? Our 
attitudes drive our actions, and awesome change is possible when we think differently!  
 
     Since the way we think drives the way we act, Kathie believes real change 

can only occur if we first acquire new attitudes and perceptions about 
disability. Kathie is the parent of two young adults; her son, Benjamin, has 
a disability and is pursuing his Master’s degree. (Disability does not have to 
be a barrier to a person’s success!) She combines her earlier career in the 
media with personal experiences in the disability arena to ignite positive 
and long-lasting change. 

 
Kathie believes the inclusion of people with disabilities can best be 
accomplished when they move from clienthood to citizenship, and replace 
traditional “special” and segregated services with assistance from the 
abundant supply of natural supports and generic services that exist in 
every community. And everyone has an important role to play in this effort! 

  
In lively and insightful workshops across the United States and Canada,  

Kathie questions today’s conventional wisdom, suggests alternatives to traditional disability-related 
services, and covers a variety of topics including: People First Language, developing new attitudes and 
perceptions, using natural supports and generic services, cooperative advocacy, relationships and 
communication, inclusive education, empowerment, disability history, and more. While she’s been a 
“trainer” for over 20 years, she still considers herself a “student”— learning from individuals with 
disabilities, family members, and others who attend her presentations and touch her life in a variety of 
ways. 
 
Kathie is the author of Disability is Natural: Revolutionary Common Sense for Raising Successful Children 
with Disabilities (now in its second edition); Apple-Bites: Commonsense Disability Strategies for 
Everyone;hundreds of articles which are incorporated into two different books of reproducible articles; 
and the widely-disseminated “People First Language” article. She’s also the creator of the Disability is 
Natural DVD as well as a wide assortment of bright, colourful, and positive “Disability is Natural” products 
that are featured on her website (www.disabilityisnatural.com). Several universities use her books, and 
her articles are featured in other publications and websites.  
 
A graduate of Partners in Policymaking (a disability leadership training program) in 1991, Kathie 
presents at Partners programs in many states and provides technical assistance to many Partners 
coordinators. She also presents keynotes and workshops at international, national, and state conferences; 
provides daylong trainings for parent groups, schools, and human service agencies; and has coordinated 
conferences and developed training curriculum.
