Getting Started
When you first click on Create (or go directly to the Create page) you are given
three options:

1 — Paste in a bunch of text

e Type your words in Word or notepad and paste into this box. That way, if
you don't like the design and need to start over, you'll still have the list of
words to paste in again.

e The more often you use a word, the larger it will appear in the text cloud
Use the tilde ~ between 2 words if you want to them stay together

This example is from a blog post about a conference keynote:

You can tell just from the word cloud that students, teachers, future,
schools, and need were emphasized in the keynote message.
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2 — Enter the URL of any blog, blog feed, or any other web page that has an
Atom or RSS feed.

e Blogs, wikis, and many web pages have RSS feeds. You can tell by the __J
orange symbol beside the home button in Internet Explorer or at the end
of the address bar in Firefox.

e The wordle will show the most frequently used words in the blog. For
example, here is one | created with the virtual fair blog:
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You can see that “projects” is used frequently in the blog posts.
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3 - Enter a del.icio.us user name to see their tags

e |If you have a Delicious account for keeping your bookmarks online, type in
your user name to create a word cloud of your tags.

Then you can use it in PowerPoints, Word
docs, web pages, and anything else you can imagine.
