Learning and Review Strategies

Boggle

This strategy helps students to review material and to develop their own
individualized study guides — created by students, not teachers.

Teacher Preparation:

Make a copy of the Boggle graphic organizer (4-11-2) for each student.

Lesson Plan:

Give students 2 minutes to review their notes.

Distribute the graphic organizer. Give students 2 minutes to list all the
information they can remember (sentences, phrases, drawings), including
details, in the “What | Remember” section.

Give them 2 minutes for “Group Rehearsal”: Students share in groups of
four, adding any missing information in the “Group Rehearsal” box.

. Give them 2 minutes to compete. Students pair up with someone that is

not in their group and compare notes. They star any information that they
have that their peer does not. They write in the “Missed Information” box
any information that their peer has that they do not.

Give them 2 minutes to score: zero points for information they both had;
one point for each detail the partner didn’t have. If a student challenges
the accuracy of a partner’s fact, that partner must be able to defend the
fact or he receives no points. Conflicts are resolved by the teacher.

The team of 4 reconvenes and totals the number of stars (points) for all
members. Each team announces its total. Opposing teams may question
high totals and request explanations. In the missed information box,
students should put a special symbol next to the items that everyone in
the group missed. These items need extra study time.

Students share the information in their “Missed Information” boxes. As
students call out the facts, the teacher comments on each (“That will be on
the test.” Or “That will not be on the test, but ... [related info] will.” In
addition, the teacher can comment “| didn’t hear anyone say .
That is important and will be on the test. | suggest you write that in the
missed information box.”
