You must not stop where you obstruct a trail or are not visible from above.

Whenever starting downhill or merging into a trail, look uphill and yield to others.

Always use devices to prevent runaway equipment.

Observe all posted signs and warnings. Keep off closed trails and out of closed areas.

Prior to using any lift, you must have the ability to load and unload safely. Do not jump from the lift. In the event of a
prolonged stoppage, the Ski Patrol will evacuate you.

Do not go down trails that are too difficult for your ability.

9. If you have a collision resulting in injury to another person, you must stay with that person until Ski Patrol arrives.
